ADEL, Iowa (IAWA) – A once-troublesome mud pud-
dle in a Central Iowa farm field has been transformed 
into one of the state’s newest water quality wetlands. 

The new wetland was completed in January at 
the DMACC Dallas County Farm near Adel. It resulted 
from a generous $140,000 donation from Prairie 
Meadows Casino, in partnership with Ducks Unlim-
ited, the Iowa Department of Agriculture and Land 
Stewardship (IDALS), Dallas and Polk counties, 
DMACC, the Dallas Soil & Water Conservation District 
(SWCD), and the Iowa Agriculture Water Alliance 
(IAWA). 

“The primary goal of this wetland is to reduce nitrogen 
loss,” said IDALS wetland project coordinator Shane 
Wulf, adding that wetlands play an important role in 
the Iowa Nutrient Reduction Strategy.
